The starter went really well. Pupils had some great comments about the problems associated with us throwing plastic waste away. Perhaps they’d just had enough last lesson.

One girl commented on this project being “long”, and when I asked her why she said it was hard only having one lesson every fortnight, and that it seemed never-ending. It wasn’t the actual content she was finding “long”, just the timing.

Unfortunately we ran out of time and didn’t get round to filming this lesson, so this will continue next lesson. I need to make the Blue cameras more available as two groups did not have a video mobile phone between them.
